I give my personal estate to my daughters Charlotte Knight, Margaret Knight and Sarah Knight. My other daughter Susanne wife of the Rev Matthew Brown having already at her marriage received a certain parts of my household goods she is therefore excluded. Dau. [N1]: Transcribed records found in "England, Births and Christenings, 1538-1975," (from Parish Records and Dissenters, Ford, Northumberland, England indicate a baptism date of 30 NOV 1797. This seems a bit late for a birth in 1795. I am inclined to believe that the transcription of the database on familysearch.org is in error, and would believe the baptismal date of 30 NOV 1795 in Hodgson's notes.

[N2]: This appears to be a second record of the baptism of Thomas; it cites 6 SEP 1795 rather than 4 SEP 1795 as earlier.

[N3]: The citation The Rev M. Culley is the Rev Matthew Tewart Culley, husband of Harriet Mary Jane Knight, sister of Thomas Knight.

On 26 JUL 1860 a meeting of the Berwickshire Naturalists' Club describes a meeting held at Ford. The festivities included several tours of the area: "A larger party, under the guidance of the Rev. Delaval Knight, proceeded to Ford Church and Castle and thence to Etal.... " Delaval Knight's name appears in the 1848 Durham University Calendar where he is listed as a Foundation Scholar. I take these as evidence that Delaval Knight was the incumbent at St. Mary the Virgin, Etal a small town neighboring Ford.
